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After the end of the war the number of tourists visiting Sri Lanka has increased. So                  the Sri Lankan tourist board desires to develop their current website and provide a good service to tourists who visit Sri Lanka. The current website is not user friendly and not directly linked with other services such as transport services, hotels and reservations. But there are more user friendly features in other foreign websites. Therefore a new travel portal has been proposed to overcome these problems.

The new website is more eye-catching and user friendly. And the post war epoch is well highlighted, not like the current website. The main purposes of this website are to provide a better service to tourists and create a better image about the current situation in Sri Lanka. This website will be able to increase the number of tourists, who visit Sri Lanka. As a result of that the economic development in Sri Lanka will also be increased.

Before developing this new website, weaknesses within the present website were recognized and compared with other foreign websites. Next, features that should be added to the new website were identified and a sketch of the new travel portal was formed. Then the appropriate programming language was selected and the new web site was created. Later it was tested using different types of networks (Broadband, Dial-up etc) and browsers, with different video resolutions. 

Many resources helped to create this website. ASP.NET and SQL Server were resources which were used to design this website. Information was found from the Sri Lankan tourist board and its requirements were recognized.
